OLIVIA ‘LIVvY’ BREEN PARALYMPIAN VISIT

Yesterday we welcomed Olivia 'Livvy' Breen, a current Team GB and bronze medallist Paralympian
to St Vincent's. Olivia was diagnosed with Cerebral Palsy in her early childhood, and she visited us
to talk about overcoming barriers and her journey to the Paralympics in 2012 and 2020.

Olivia competes mainly in Sprint and Long Jump events. She has also represented Wales at both
the 2014 and 2018 Commonwealth Games, winning Gold in the Long Jump at the 2018 Gold Coast

Olivia delivered two assemblies/Q+A style sessions in both the Infant and Juniors to talk to the
children about her sport and how her cerebral palsy diagnosis has affected her life. This followed an
assembly in the morning led by Y1 Miss Hutton’s Class on celebrating difference where the children
shared this special prayer:

Dear God,
We celebrate the ways in which we are different.
Thank you for making us all different, our fingerprints are a reminder that we are unique.
Help us to value and celebrate the uniqueness of others.
Thank you for making our world full of variety.
Thank you for beautiful flowers and for animals that are so different from one another.
Thank you for our school and for all the different people who make up our school family.
